The venue  

 

 

Tryavna 
 

Tryavna (Bulgarian: Трявна) is a town in central Bulgaria, situated in the north slopes of the 
Balkan range, on the Tryavna river valley, near Gabrovo. It is famous for its textile industry 
and typical National Revival architecture, featuring 140 cultural monuments, museums and 
expositions. Tryavna is the birthplace of Bulgarian writer Pencho Slaveykov and revolutionary 
Angel Kanchev. 

The town square, named Capitan Diado Nikola, with the clock tower, dating from 1814, is among 

the landmarks. Another tourist attraction is the "kivgireniyat" bridge, built above the river behind 

the clock tower. One of the first secular schools in Bulgaria was built on Capitan Diado Nikola 

Square. Another symbol of Tryavna is the St. Archangel Mihael Church, situated in the town center 

and built in the late 12th century after Bulgarian tzar Asen defeated Byzantine emperor Isaac II. 

There is also an Art school where successors of the old icon painters and woodcarvers master 

these crafts. The Voneshta voda village resort, famous for its 

healing mineral springs, is located 20 km. away from Tryavna. 

The Bulgarka Nature Park is located in the Starina Planina, 

south on the city. The town is well connected with the whole 

country thanks to its excellent road network and railway 

station.

Travel costs 

 

We will reimburse maximum of the travel costs per person as listed below on the basis 
of the tickets, bus, flights etc. and the receipt of all ORIGINAL tickets, bills, invoices, 
receipts, boarding tags/cards etc. 
 
1. Regular air tickets must be accompanied 
- By the original invoice (signed and stamped)/receipt/pay order/proof of payment 
- The boarding pass (the small ticket stub you receive before boarding the plane)  
- The prices stated in the invoices, receipts etc. must coincide with the price on the 
ticket. 
 
2. E-Tickets 
- Must be printed out and include your name, the exact fare you paid, details of your flight 
- Printed boarding pass for online check in (print it twice so one copy you can leave to us) 
 
3. Train/Bus tickets 
- It is important that that arrival and departure time as well as the price are visible  
 
 
Missing or lost tickets are not reimbursed.  
 
- Any costs for taxi are not reimbursed except taxi is only way of transport. 
 
- We can refund travel costs done by car by rate of 0,22 € per km only in case if public 
transport is not possible or several participants are coming together so please contact us 
immediately as we need to ask European Commission from Brussels if they accept traveling 
by car, but we would need to justify the reasons before start of Project. 
 
- Return tickets must be bought in advance before the journey 
 
- Participant must travel from country of sending organization, and back. 
 
- Following the guidelines of the Erasmus+ Programme the travel must be released by the 
participants on the direct way within maximum 2 days. In case of long pauses or indirect 
routes (holiday travel), there is no reimbursement of travel costs! 
 
- Reimbursement is done in Euro. 

Travel costs will be reimbursed during Activity 3 only if you have original travel tickets (or 

printed e-tickets) and/or invoices which you can leave to us or after Activity 3 finished (by 

bank transfer directly to bank account of your sending organization) when hosting 

organization receive original travel tickets by post, so we suggest you, when you are buying 

return bus, train or airplane ticket ASK for invoice too which you don’t need for travel but you 

can leave it to us.
